Why do you think the apostles were still staring upward even though Jesus was

gone?

What might the angel have been trying to get them to understand with his

statement in verse 117

The disciples had seen many wondrous things and they just saw Jesus leave with
the promise of His return. While looking for Jesus’ return wasn't a bad thing, the
angel didn‘t want them to loose focus on their mission.

How can something “good” actually become a distraction from our mission?

How can we protect our mission from distractions?

What is one way you can re-strengthen your commitment to the mission God has

given you?
