Go around and let everyone answer on the following question...
What is one way you express creativity?

How is what you love expressed in your creativity?

How do you see God's love expressed in His creation?

Read Genesis 1.26-31

The same force that provokes people to have children (and even pets) may likely have
provoked God to make His amazing creation - the drive to have something or someone to
love.

How do you think being made in God's image provokes our need to love and be
in loving relationships?

What does this passage about creation communicate to you about God's love
for you?

Why is it essential for each of us to know and accept that God loves us?

Why do we have to know we are loved by God to really love others?

Read I Corinthians 8.5-6
This passage reminds us that we came from and live for God the Father and the Son, Jesus
Christ.

How does knowing our origin and who we are living for impact how we see and
love others?

Sometimes our circumstanced get in the way of us seeing or feeling God'’s love. But
reminders of His love are all around us.

How have you personally been reminded of God's love for you?
